30' Mayumi ONO pass into the circle goes over the endline, ONO with a brief protest but 
ENG take over 

29' JPN now with the ball on the ENG end 

27' ENG attack again turned away at the circle, thiws time by JPN Keiko MIURA

25' ENG with a chance but Helen GRANT can not control Rebecca HERBERT's pass in 
front of the JPN goal

3' JPN again able to clear from teh circle, but ENG still on attack. Promising start for

2' Lisa WOODING's hard hit into the circle is cleared by JPN Chie KIMURA  

1' ENG working the ball around the back to open the match 

1' Match underway. JPN wearing light blue tops with dark blue skirts. ENG in all red.
